Tuesday, April 8 - Dr. Karl Stegall, Sr. Minister, First UMC Montgomery, AL

Dr. Karl K. Stegall served as Senior Pastor at First UMC in Montgomery from 1983 until his retirement
in 2007. Dr. Stegall led that church in extraordinary ways. With a membership of almost 3500 and a
worship attendance of over 1300, First UMC is a leader in mission, in stewardship, and in ministry in
Montgomery and around the world. A native of Emelle, Alabama, he is a graduate of Livingston High
School, the University of Alabama, Auburn University, and Candler School of Theology at Emory
University. He has also received honorary doctorates from Birmingham Southern College and
Huntingdon College. Dr. Stegall is a member of the Executive Committee of the World Methodist
Council. He has been a delegate to 7 consecutive General and Jurisdictional Conferences of the United
Methodist Church. Dr. Stegall also serves as a Trustee for the Board of Mental Health and Retardation of
the State of Alabama.

Mark R. McMinn recently moved from Wheaton College in Illinois, where he was on the faculty for 13
years, to George Fox University in Newberg, Oregon where he now teaches in the Graduate Department
of Clinical Psychology. Mark holds a Ph.D. from Vanderbilt University, is a licensed psychologist in
Oregon, and is board certified by the American Board of Professional Psychology. He is a Fellow of the
American Psychological Association and a past president of the Psychology of Religion division.

Among his previous books are Finding Our
Way Home: Turning Back to What Matters Most, Care for the Soul (co-edited with Timothy R. Phillips),
and Psychology, Theology, and Spirituality in Christian Counseling.
