1) Perhaps the most important part of my mentorship was the time I spent with my mentor. He has been instrumental in helping me to discern my calling and has been more than willing to help foster my spiritual growth as well as encourage me in my times of struggle and triumph. It was a real honor for me to be able to work beside him during my time of mentorship.

2) Over the course of this Mentored Ministry placement I had the opportunity to explore, with my mentor, this underlying protectiveness, the tensions that it produces and the effects upon my own ministry and my relationships with others in ministry. This, along with generating a greater degree of understanding of self, professional boundaries, and my interactions with others, provided and avenue for discussion of the larger dynamics of vocational and pastoral ministry. This not only created a freeing from my past tendencies, but a greater awareness of my interactions for the future. Additionally, this exploration and subsequent healing also beget a strengthened respect for the clergy couple serving the congregation, an improved relationship and greater degree of dialog with my mentor and a greater trust in the sovereignty and sufficiency of God in all of our days. I anticipate these revelations to provide a stronger, healthier, more secure foundation upon which will be built throughout my future studies and ministry.
